·Require manufacturers that are the only producer of 
certain drug products to report to FDA all 
interruptions in manufacturing that could lead to drug 
shortages 
·life supporting, life sustaining, or intended for use in the 

prevention of a debilitating disease or condition 

·Responding to President Obamas Executive Order 

·FDA prevented 233 shortages in the past two years

expiration date 

·Emergency Prescription Refills 
·Professional judgment 
·Now in writing so no pharmacist can say they can not 

help a patient
